Will you take a moment 
and read Psalm 46 and 
Psalm 145:17–20? From 
time to time, we need 
h e l p . We g e t i n t o 
trouble, or we have 
some need, and we 
need help. I hope we 
can be reminded from 
this study that our 
greatest help comes 
from God.


Often, in a time of trou–

–ble, or a time of need, we simply need someone to be 
present. The psalmist says, "God is our refuge and strength, 
a very present help in trouble" (46:1). He goes on to say 
that God is in the "midst" of His people (46:5), and then 
twice he says, "The LORD of Hosts is with us" (46:7, 11). In 
Psalm 145, we read "The LORD is near unto all them that 
call upon him, to all that call upon him in truth" (145:18). 
When God's people need help, they can trust in the 
abiding presence of God.
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Sometimes, when we are in need, we need someone to listen. The 
psalmist says, "He will fulfill the desire of them that fear him: he also will 
hear their cry, and will save them" (145:19). When God's people need 
help, they can trust in the listening ear of God.


Sometimes, when we are in trouble, we actually need someone to guard, 
or protect, us. The word "refuge," which is a shelter or place of 
protection, is found 18 times in the entire book of Psalms. Three of those 
times are in Psalm 46. "God is our refuge and strength" (46:1). "The God 
of Jacob is our refuge" (46:7, 11). Furthermore, Psalm 145 informs us, 
"The LORD preserveth all them that love him: but all the wicked will he 
destroy" (145:20). When God's people need help, they can trust in the 
protective hand of God.


Other times when we are in trouble, we may even need counsel. More 
often than not, someone may not want your "advice" when grieving. But 
we need never refuse the greatest counsel from the Perfect Counselor. 
In Psalm 46, the psalmist has constructed it as if the singer is speaking 
the entire song, except for verse 10, where it seems God speaks, "Be 
still, and know that I am God: I will be exalted among the heathen, I will 
be exalted in the earth." When God's people need help, they can trust in 
the counseling tongue of God.


Do you need help? Have you sought the help of God?
